Mayor Curtin asked for a motion to open the public hearing at 7:00pm.  Trustee Tallman made a motion to open the hearing, seconded by Trustee Manahan.  All board members voted aye and the public hearing was opened.
The Village Clerk read the legal notice of the public hearing to those in attendance.  

Mayor Curtin explained that the purpose of the public hearing was to allow all interested parties the opportunity to be heard regarding a proposal to amend Chapter 198 (Sewage & Sewage Disposal) Article IV of the Code of the Village of Marcellus 
Mayor Curtin mentioned that the need for this proposed change has come about because Chapter 198 (Sewage & Sewage Disposal) Article IV – Sewer Rent – appears to be confusing to some property owners and to some village residents,  and the Board has found it necessary to clarify and distinguish who is responsible for the payment of the sewer rent and other utility charges.  Therefore, the Board proposed that Chapter 198, Article IV, Sewer Rent be amended and that a new Section 198-79 – Owner/Occupant Responsibility – be added. That new section will state that the owner of a property in the Village is ultimately responsible for the payment of the sewer rent and other utility charges.  The Village, as a courtesy to the Owner and/or Occupant, may in its sole discretion, send bills to the Occupant, thereby making both the Owner and Tenant jointly aware of the amount due.  The Village reserves the right to rescind this courtesy billing at any time for failure to timely remit payment.  Ultimately, it is the Owner’s responsibility to ensure all utility charges are paid on time.  Mayor Curtin went on the state that the Village is not responsible for determining the lease arrangement that a landlord and a tenant have between one another regarding rented property in the Village. Ultimately, it is the Owner’s responsibility to ensure all utility charges are paid on time.

Attorney Brown informed the public that a SEQR Resolution for Adopting Local Law #1 of 2020 is not required.
Mayor Curtin asked if there were any comments from the Village Board.  There were none.

Mayor Curtin asked if there were any comments from the public.  There were none.

Mayor Curtin asked for a motion to adjourn the public hearing.  Trustee Tallman made the motion, seconded by Trustee Manahan.  Mayor Curtin called for a vote.  All members voted aye and the meeting was adjourned at 7:03pm.
