Mayor Curtin asked for a motion to open the public hearing at 7:00pm.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Tallman.  Mayor Curtin called for a vote.  All board members voted aye and the motion was carried. 
The Village Clerk read the legal notice of the public hearing to those in attendance.

Mayor Curtin explained that the purpose of the public hearing was to allow all interested parties the opportunity to be heard regarding the granting of a Special Use Permit, which would allow the property at #17 North Street to be reconstructed as multiple dwelling in the Village Center
Mayor Curtin went on to explain that at present, the property is zoned for office use and the applicant’s site plan calls for four apartments (two 2-bedroom units and two 1-bedroom units) at 17 North Street. The applicant met with the Village Planning Board on July 17, 2019 for site plan review, and the Planning Board approved those plans, subject to the review and issuance of a special permit by the Village Board of Trustees. While the Village Board would prefer that some of the property at 17 North Street be converted into commercial space in the Village Center, they are conscious of the fact that there was no interest on the part of any commercial firm to relocate, despite efforts by the owners to solicit new businesses.
Mayor Curtin asked for questions or comments from the public on granting the Special Use Permit.  There were no comments for or against granting the permit.  Trustee O’Hara made a motion to adjourn the public hearing at 7:03pm.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Tallman.  Mayor Curtin called for a vote.  All board members voted aye and the public hearing was closed.
