Mayor Curtin asked for a motion to open the public hearing at 7:00pm.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Tallman.  Mayor Curtin called for a vote.  All board members voted aye and the motion was carried. 
The Village Clerk read the legal notice of the public hearing to those in attendance.

Mayor Curtin explained that the purpose of the public hearing was to allow all interested parties the opportunity to be heard regarding Local Law #3 of 2019, which will allow Chapter 150 of the Village Code to be amended. At present, the Village speed limit is 30 mph, unless signs are posted allowing it be “in excess of”.  There is nothing about the limits being “lower than” 30 mph. Therefore, upon recommendation of the Village Attorney, proposed Local Law #3 will allow for revising Chapter 150-18 of the Village Code to add the option of lowering the Village speed limit of 30 mph.

Mayor Curtin went on to explain that at present, the posted speed limit on First Street is 25 mph, mostly because this has been a street heavily travelled by pedestrian school children. It has been at this speed limit since 2001, but never formally adopted into the Village Code.  In addition, there has been a recent request to lower the speed limit in front of the Marcellus Free Library on Maple Street, from Orange Street to the end of Maple Street. This would allow a speed limit to be set at 25 mph on that stretch of Maple Street.

Mayor Curtin asked for questions or comments from the public on the proposed local law.  There were no comments for or against the proposed local law.  Trustee Tallman made a motion to adjourn the public hearing at 7:04pm.  The motion was seconded by Trustee O’Hara.  Mayor Curtin called for a vote.  All board members voted aye and the public hearing was closed.
