Mayor Curtin asked for a motion to open the public hearing at 7:00pm.  Trustee Tallman made a motion to open the hearing, seconded by Trustee O’Hara.  All board members voted aye and the public hearing was opened.
The Village Clerk read the legal notice of the public hearing to those in attendance.  

Mayor Curtin explained that the purpose of the public hearing was to allow all interested parties the opportunity to be heard regarding a proposed change to Chapter 37 (Animal Control), to amend Section 37-14 (Restrictions) d) Unsanitary deposits prohibited – It shall be unlawful for any person to place, deposit or permit to be deposited in any unsanitary manner on public or private property within the Village, or in any area under the jurisdiction of the Village, any human or animal excrement, garbage or other objectionable waste.
Mayor Curtin mentioned that the need for this proposed change has come about as a result of the fact that this section on unsanitary deposits is already found in Chapter 198-26 (Sewage) but should also be located in Chapter 37-14 under Restrictions so as not to confuse and to make it easier to locate in the Code Book.

Mayor Curtin explained that while this restriction is, and already has been, in the Code Book for some time, it is necessary to approve this local law again so as to simplify and locate this restriction in an appropriate Chapter, # 37 – Animal Control. In addition, having this restriction codified prominently in two separate chapters of the Village Code, will help to ensure that residents and visitors alike are more fully aware of the restriction. Because the Village Board wishes to promote not only the public interest, but also the concerns of most Village residents, the Village Board proposes this addition to Chapter 37-14.

Attorney Brown informed the public that a SEQR Resolution for Adopting Local Law #1 of 2019 is not required.
Mayor Curtin asked if there were any comments from the Village Board.  There were none.

Mayor Curtin asked if there were any comments from the public.  There were none.

Mayor Curtin asked for a motion to adjourn the public hearing.  Trustee O’Hara made the motion, seconded by Trustee Tallman.  Mayor Curtin called for a vote.  All members voted aye and the meeting was adjourned at 7:03pm.
